AHAN Board of Director Meeting
January 8, 2008

Approved Minutes

All AHAN officers were present at the first meeting of the year. These included
President DeAnne Allen, Vice President Jim Carr, Treasurer Julie Deboer, Secretary
Pamela Inman, Directors Mike Pieters, Shellee Kotera, Denise Shickell, Linda Brown
and Julie Koch. An AHAN member present was Sigourney Inman.

A comprehensive Treasurer’s report was given by Julie DeBoer. The Treasurer’s
Report was approved by the Board of Directors.

High Point Chair Shellee Kotera discussed the upcoming AHAN annual banquet and
awards night to be held at the Knolls in Lincoln, Ne. In addition, she brought up
several items concerning next year’s high point program. The Board voted to
combine Country English Pleasure Half Arabian and Purebred categories for 2008 due
to a lack of participation in those areas. If numbers improve, those divisions could
be split again. Show Hack would be left as it is with awards given to both Purebred
and Half Arabian qualifiers. In order to include more competitors, Age 11 and Over
Walk Trot will replace the Adult Walk Trot High Point category. Additional High Point
business included the possible addition of a new show to the schedule. Sheri Savig
has been in contact with several Directors and shared her plans to hold a show in
April of 2008. She’d like to make that a High Point show.

Membership Chair Julie Koch reported AHAN membership presently stands at 97
adult members, 26 youth members and 3 life members. Julie states that processing
memberships once a month by credit card has vastly sped up the job.

Regarding the upcoming publication of the 2008-2009 AHAN Directory, Julie Koch
restated the February 1st deadline for horse listing and February 15th deadline for
advertisements.

Webmistress Donna Wemhoff was commended on the excellent job she is doing with
the AHAN Website.

The 2008 AHAN Spring Meeting will be held on a Saturday evening, April 5, 2008, at
the Engine House Café. The JAHAN will meet at 6:00 p.m. The adults will have a
social time, beginning at 6:30 p.m., followed by a meeting at 7:00 p.m. Members
will be encouraged to bring snacks and finger food to share and their own choice of
adult beverages. Soda pop and coffee will be provided.

Plans are well underway concerning the Great Plains Arabian Classic in May. An
online Premium list and entry form will be used this year, however, post cards will be



sent to everyone on the mailing list. The post cards will detail the web site address
and will offer a hard copy of the premium list and entry to any one that requests
one. Linda Brown confirmed that Prairie Gem Stables will again sponsor the
successful youth lounge and revive the scavenger hunt as well. Barring minor
changes, the show schedule from last year will stand. Further negotiations will be
needed with the LEC regarding the pricing for the Patrons’ meals. The Board agreed
that the exhibitor dinner would be chicken again and be held in front of the office.
Due to popular request, the progressive dinner would revert to its original format,
with exhibitors setting up food offerings at their respective stalls. However, any
exhibitors wishing better exposure could do their set up around the practice arena
rather then at their stall area.

Jim Carr gave a brief report regard efforts to move the 2009 Region 8 Championship
show to Lincoln. He has sent a second proposal to Chuck Mangan.

Some brainstorming was conducted regarding adding a September show to the
schedule pending an adequate venue. Board members will check out some options
and prices and report back in February

The next meeting will be February 5th , 2008, at the Engine House Café in Lincoln.
