An Ordinance to define and prohibit nuisances in Allegan Township; providing for their
abatement; prescribing penalties for violations hereof; provide for the severability of sections;
to repeal any ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith and set an effective date of
this Ordinance.

ALLEGAN COUNTY, MICHIGAN
ORDAINS:
SECTION 1
TITLE
This Ordinance shall be known as “The Public Nuisance and Anti-Noise Ordinance.”
SECTION 11
DEFINITIONS

For the purpose of this Ordinance, the following terms, phrases, words and their
derivations shall have the meaning herein given. When not inconsistent with the context, words
used in the present tense include the future, words in the plural number include the singular
number, and words inn the singular number include the plural number. The word “shall” is
always mandatory and not merely directory.

Decibel: A unit used to express the magnitude of sound pressure and sound intensity.
The difference in decibels between two sound pressures is 20 times the common
logarithm of their ratio. In sound pressure measurements, the sound pressure level of a
given sound is defined to be 20 times the common logarithm of the ratio of that sound
pressure to a reference pressure of 2 x 10 N/m? (Newtons per meter squared). As an
example of the effect of this formula, a 3 decibel change in the sound pressure level
corresponds to a doubling or halving of the sound intensity, and a 10 decibel change
corresponds to a 20 fold increase or decrease to 1/10th the former intensity.



dB(A): The sound pressure level in decibels measured on the “A” scale of a standard
sound level meter having characteristics defined by the American National Standards
Institute, Publication ANSI S1.4-1971.

Person: Any person, firm, partnership, association, corporation, company or organization
of any kind.

Public nuisance: Whatever annoys, injures, or endangers the safety, health, comfort, or
repose of the public decency, interferes with or obstructs or renders dangerous any street,
alley, highway, or river or stream, or in any way renders the public insecure in life or
property, is hereby declared to be a public nuisance. Public nuisance shall include, but
not be limited to, whatever is forbidden by any provision of this Ordinance.

Township: Shall mean Allegan Township, Allegan County, Michigan.
SECTION 111
CREATING; MAINTAINING; AND/OR PERMITTING A PUBLIC NUISANCE

No person shall create, maintain, or permit to be maintained a public nuisance in the
Township.

SECTION 1V
NOISE-CREATING ACTIVITIES
No person shall engage in the following noise-creating activities:

A. The sounding of any horn or signal device on any automobile, motorcycle, train
or other vehicle while not in motion, except as a danger signal or go give warning
of intent to get in motion, or, if in motion, only as a danger signal; the creating
by means of such signal devices of any unreasonable loud or harsh sound; and the
sounding of any signal device for any unreasonable or unnecessary period of time.

B. The driving of any automobile, motorcycle or motorbike, with the muffler cut out
or the racing of motor so as to cause it to backfire.

C. The playing of any radio, phonograph, television set or musical instrument in such
manner, or in such volume, during the hours between 1:00 a.m. and 6:00 a.m., or
at any other time so as to annoy or disturb the quiet, comfort, or repose of persons
in any dwelling, hotel, hospital, or other type of residence, or in any office, or of
any person in the vicinity; and except as provided in Section VI, the playing at
any time of any radio, phonograph, or television on any premises outside of a
building or the playing of any radio or phonograph installed in a building or
