An Ordinance adopted pursuant to 1941 PA 359, as amended, and 1945 PA 246,
as amended, to secure the public health, safety and welfare of the residents and property
owners of the Township of Allegan, Allegan County, Michigan, by the control, regulation
and eradication of certain weeds and growth in specified subdivided lands and lands along
improved streets within the Township; to provide penalties for the violation thereof; and to
repeal all ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith.

TITLE

This Ordinance shall be known and cited as “The Allegan Township Noxious Weed
Control Ordinance.”

SECTION Il
DEFINITIONS
For the purposes of this Ordinance, “noxious weeds” or “weeds” shall be defined as
uncontrolled plant or growth over 12 inches in height which is out of character with the
development of and landscaping in the neighborhood and contrary to the public health,
safety or welfare thereof.

SECTION lli

REGULATIONS

A. It shall be the duty of all owners of land upon which any weeds are growing,
as defined in this Ordinance, to prevent the same from becoming a detriment
to public health and to destroy the same where necessary to fulfill this duty.
