Instead of facing the challenge
of having to figure out how to man work, we
are facing the challenge of having work to man.
Instead of having an anti-labor President and a
labor-friendly Governor, we have a new labor-
friendly President and a strongly anti-labor
Governor and state legislature. What a switch
on all fronts!

In spite of the uncertainty in the economy, we are still looking at enough potential work
this year to keep a large number of you working here at home. The Cache Valley steel mill
should be calling for more workers, as well as the A-1 job in Kingman. Rosendin has some
initial work on the new downtown courthouse and is working on landing the balance of
the electrical on that project. In addition, Intel should begin to man up around the end of
April, and if one of our contractors lands the demo work, we should be able to send quite
a few of you out there. The Central Park East project should keep our workers employed
at Cannon & Wendt for the first part of the year, and Cannon & Wendt also has been
sclected as the electrical contractor for the large Phoenix Bio-Medical project that should
start sometime this fall. An Oregon signatory contractor called E.L.M. got the windfarm
project in Winslow, and is supposed to be contacting us to go signatory in Arizona. There
are also quite a few smaller projects in the works, and you can cross your fingers and pray
that none of these jobs get put on hold or cancelled, and that some of President Obama’s
infrastructure money reaches Arizona in time to boost our work picture this year.

President Hutchinson and I are meeting regularly with valley City Council people,
Corporation Commissioners, Mayor Gordon, State Representatives, local business people,
and anyone we can get an appointment with to push the benefits of using Union electrical
contractors on local projects.
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
