Believed to have been built 
sometime during A.D. 150-
900 — the golden age of the 
Mayas. Xunantunich con-
tains three ceremonial pla-

zas surrounded by house mounds. It was the 
first Mayan site to be opened in the country in 
1938 after centuries of neglect. It has attracted 
the attention and exploration 
of many archaeologists over 
the years. Located across 
from San Jose Succotz vil-
lage: eight miles from the 
western border, this site can 
only be reached by a hand-
cranked ferry across the Mopan River.
